The Florida Department of Highway Safety and
Motor Vehicles urges everyone to make your
emergency contact information available to law
enforcement in the event you are involved in a
crash or other emergency situation.

It's simple to enroll on-line by going to
http://www.hsmv.state.flLus/ and selecting
emergency contact information. You will be
able to enter the names, addresses and
telephone numbers of two people as emergency

contacts. That information will be stored in a
secure protected data base with your driver’s
license record or Florida identification card. It
can then be accessed in case there is a need
because of injury to you in an accident.
